UNIFORMS 
Colla roy©s offic ia l competition uniform is a  red  c ap  and  a  b lac k, white & red  swimming  c ostume.  
Club  c ostume and  red  c ap  a re c ompulsory for a ll c hild ren c ompeting  a t ca rniva ls. Age g roups 
tha t c ompete a t ca rniva ls a re U8’s – U14’s. The Club  p rovides 1 red  c ap  to a ll U8 Nippers. Lost or 
rep lacement caps ca n be purc hased  from the c lothing  pool. Under 6’ s a nd  7’s a re not ob liged  to 
buy the c lub  c ostume and  w ill be supp lied  w ith either a  g reen or yellow  c ap  on Sunda ys but we do 
c a ter for c ostumes in the c lothing  pool w ith respec t to sizing .  Club  swimming  c ostumes a re 
ava ilab le to members a t c ost, and  c a n only be purc hased  through the c lub .   

 
 
 
AGE MANAGERS 
 
Age Managers a re a lloc a ted  to eac h age g roup  and  a re responsib le for organising  and  
c ond uc ting  va rious Nipper ac tivit ies. 
 
The ma in responsib ilit ies of the Age Managers a re as follows: - 
 
1. Enc ourage the c hild ren of their age g roup  to partic ipate, enjoy, c o-opera te and  c ompete 

in a ll ac tivities of the Club . 
 
2. Keep  weekly rec ord s of eac h c hild©s a ttendance and  ma inta in sc ra tch event and  

hand ic ap  p oint sc ores. 
 
3. Instruc t the child ren of their age g roup  in the nec essa ry requirements of the Surf Ed uc a tion. 
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4. Organise the c hild ren of the age g roup  a t ca rniva ls, whic h inc ludes marking  the 

a ttendanc e sheet, assisting  in team selec tions a nd  marsha lling  the c hild ren for their 
a lloc a ted  events. 

 
5. Assist in the instruc tion of the c orrec t techniques of the events the c hild ren may pa rtic ipa te 

in a t point sc ore a nd  c arniva ls. 
 
6. Keep  the c hild ren and  pa rents informed of the requirements of the age g roup  and  of Club  

information 
 
7. Make the c hild ren of the age g roup  aware of and  enc ourage sun p rotec t ion. 
 

Parents are enc ouraged to make them known to their c hildren's Age Manager and to offer 
assistanc e when required. 

 
Age Managers are not baby-sitters.  Parents are requested to be on hand during Nippers and to 

resume responsibility (for their children) at the conc lusion of the day’s events. 
 
Child ren MUST ob ta in their pa rents permission p rior to re-entering  the wa ter and  should  you have to 
leave before events a re finished , p lease inform your c hild©s Age Manager BEFORE taking  your c hild  
from the beac h. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
ASSEMBLY 
 
So tha t Nipper Ac tivit ies c an c ommenc e a t 9.30 am, a ll c hild ren a re requested  to assemble behind  
their respec tive age sign a t 9.15 am on Sunday mornings.  
 
The order of events will be in a c c orda nc e w ith the Age Group  Roster.  Wade and  water event 
loc a tions w ill be dec ided  on the day ac c ord ing  to water cond it ions.  
 
Our events a re still c onduc ted  on da ys when light ra in oc c urs, b ut may be mod ified  to suit the 
c ond itions. The dec ision to c anc el c ompetition due to adverse weather cond it ions or other 
unforeseeab le events w ill usua lly be made on the day. 
 
All Child ren must have their names p rinted  c lea rly on their red  competit ion caps and  "T" shirts.  
 
PARENT INVOLVEMENT 

 
Helpers a re a lways need ed  to ensure that the day’ s events run smoothly a nd  sa fely. 
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At the beg inning  of ea c h season, tra ining  is a rranged  for any parent interested  in ob ta ining  their 
Bronze Meda llion. This has p roven very suc c essful over the past few seasons. It is essentia l that as 
many pa rents as possib le ob ta in their Bronze to meet the minimum water sa fety req uirements for 
SLSA. Ma ny pa rents have then gone on to ob ta in their ARC, (Advanc ed  Resusc ita tion Certifica te), 
IRB Lic ense, IRB Crewman’s Certific a te, or many more awards. It helps teac h our c hild ren, as well 
as being  a  g reat example to them. 
 
Pa rents w ithout qua lifica tions have a  role to p lay a s well in the fo llow ing ; 
·  Committee members 
·  Age Managers & Age Managers assistants 
·  BBQ volunteers 
·  Setting  up  the beac h 
·  Carniva l assistants 
 
The wade is held  a t the edge of the wa ter and  requires assistanc e from a  number o f pa rents.  
 
Wa ter Sa fety is of pa ramount importance a nd  pa rents w illing  to assist in this a rea  a re a lways most 
welcome.  The qua lifica tions required  to fill a  position of wa ter sa fety offic er a re ava ilab le from the 
Chief Water Sa fety Offic er. Water Sa fety Officers wea r orange c aps a nd  a re responsib le for the 
sa fety of c hild ren partic ipat ing  in wa ter events. 
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The pool sw ims w ill be held  a t the beg inning  of the season (to be advised  but genera lly Pittwa ter 
House Sc hool).  Subsequent sw ims a re held  as req uired  a t Colla roy Beac h Pool.  The run-swim-run 
w ill be c onduc ted  a t Nippers, usua lly on the first and  sec ond  Sunda ys of the season.  Members 
who a re unsuc c essful a t their first a ttempt a re enc ouraged  to try aga in a t a  la ter time. 
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NATIONAL AGE AWARDS 
 
An imp ortant pa rt of our Club©s Sunda y morning  ac tivities w ill be Surf Educa tion instruc tion and  
tra ining .  The top ic s to be taught inc lude: - 
·  Surf Awa reness  
·  Surf Skills 
·  First Aid  
·  Resusc ita tion 
 
The extent to whic h ea c h of these top ics w ill be taught w ill natura lly depend  on the age g roup  
and  is c overed  in the S.L.S.A. Instruc tion and  Examina tion Manua l. The Water Sa fety Cap ta in and  
Surf Awa reness Officer w ill supervise the tra ining  regula rly throughout the season. 
 
The under 14-yea r old  age g roup  w ill have to a tta in their Surf Resc ue Cert ific a te through the Senior 
Club .  There a re 2 tra ining  weeks. One w ill be held  in the Oc tober Sc hool Holida ys a nd  a nother 
usua lly held  ont eh first or sec ond  week of January. To c ompete a t Sta te as an U14, you must have 
a tta ined  your SRC c ertific a te. All other c hild ren who w ish to c ompete a t the Sta te Champ ionships 
must have ac hieved  their respec tive Surf Ed  age awa rd .  
 
Our Under 6 & 7 yea r old  Nippers w ill be taught about wa ter sa fety, basic  surf awareness suc h as 
where to sw im, basic  first a id , beac h pa trols, etc ., to lea rn and  understand  the beac h.  
 
COMPETITION POINT SCORES 
 
Point sc ores w ill be kep t throughout the season for the va rious beac h and  water events held , and  
c ontribute to the ca rniva l beach and  water champ ions for ea c h age g roup . 
 
Nippers must a ttend  a t least 7 Nipper days a nd  pa rt ic ipate in a t least 2 Carniva ls.  
 
Sc ores on Pointsc ore days w ill be a lloca ted  as follows: -

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AGE AND CLUB CHAMPIONSHIPS 
 
The Colla roy Nippers Committee may organize a  Championship  Da y (to b e determined) where a ll 
Nippers w ill have the opportunity to pa rtic ipa te in their p referred  event(s). This w ill be run in 
ac c orda nc e w ith Ca rniva l guidelines. 
 
Age Champ ions, (boys a nd  g irls), a re determined  by ac c umula ted  point sc ores throughout the 
season.  
Under 8 year’ s age g roup : -Events c onsist of Beac h Sp rint, Beac h Flags and  Surf Wade. 
Under 9 - Under 14 yea r’ s age g roup : -Events c onsist of Beac h Sprint, Beac h Flags, Surf and  Boa rd  
Rac e. 
 
 
Junior a nd  Senior Club  Champions 
In add ition, awa rds for Junior Club  Champ ion (boy a nd  g irl – U8 to U11) and  Senior Club  Champion 
(boy and  g irl (U12 to U14), a re p resented . The J.A.B. Committee dec ides upon these awa rds.  
Criteria  for these awards inc lude pa rtic ipation in c lub  ac tivities, suc c ess a t c a rniva ls, a tt itude, 
a ttendanc e and  sportsmanship .  
 
There is a lso a  Nipper Cha irman’ s Award , for whic h a ll Nippers and  their pa rents who a re c lub  
members a re elig ib le. 
 
 
Age Surf Life Saving  Awards 
Within eac h age g roup  from 8 to 14 there a re two Surf Life Saving  Awards – one ea ch for boy and  
g irl.   This is awa rded  by the relevant age manager taking  into c onsidera tion a ttendance on 
Sundays, a t c a rniva ls, d isp lay of team sp irit  and  good  sportsmanship . 
 
Our Under 6 and  7 yea r old  members (educa tiona l g roups) a re non-c ompetitive and  points w ill not 
be sc ored .  Ea c h c hild  w ill receive an awa rd / g ift a t the end  of the season.

SELECTION CRITERIA FOR COLLAROY TEAMS 
  
Recommenda tions: - 
- Age Managers to p ick teams w ith the interest of the c hild ren to be taken into ac c ount. 
- All teams to be advertised  2 weeks p rior to a  Carniva l 
- All c hild ren involved  to be notified  and  partic ipation c onfirmed 1 week p rior to c a rniva l 
- Where numbers permit, p ick Girls & Boys teams. 
- If a  c ompetitor pulls out of a  team event, and  there is a  sec ond  team, the sec ond  team will 

rema in unc hanged . 
 Age Managers w ill recommend selec tion for All Age Rela y a nd  All Age Boa rd  rela y. 

Respec t ive coac hes w ill then app rove the c and ida tes. 
- At a ll c a rniva ls the best teams w ill be p ic ked .  Boys, Girls or mixed  teams w ill be p ic ked , to 

p rovide the best c hanc e for rep resenting  the Club . 
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- A Selec tion/ Dispute Committee w ill be in p lac e c onsisting  of the Nipper Cha irman and  2 
c ommittee members who do not have a  child  involved  in that age g roup . 

- Any notic e of appea l to a  selec tion must be ra ised  and  submitted  in w rit ing  10 days p rior to 
the event to the Cha irman to a llow suffic ient time for the Selec tion/ Dispute Committee to 
c onvene and  announce its dec ision 1 week p rior to the event.     

- Run offs, Swim offs; Board  padd les ma y be needed  to c onfirm selec tion into team events. 
- The Selec tion/ Disputes Committee for future teams w ill a ssess c ompetitors who pull out of 

team events and  the Selec tion/ Dispute committee will have the final say. 
 
A selec t ion c ommittee will be formed to selec t Team c ompetitors w ith the help  of tra iners and  age 
parents. The Selec tion Committee will have the fina l dec ision in the selec tion of Competitors. 
 
There a re 3 loca l ca rniva ls w ithin Sydney Northern Beac hes Branc h, the Syd ney Northern Beac hes 
Branch Champ ionships and  the State Championships held  during  the summer.  Our c hild ren a re 
encouraged  to rep resent Colla roy a t these c a rniva ls.  Competition aga inst other c lubs p romotes 
sportsmanship , c lub  loya lty and  g ives child ren the opportunity to mix w ith their peers.  Emphasis is 
p laced  on partic ipa tion and  friend ly c ompetit ion ra ther than w inning . 
 
Here a re a  few points to remember concerning  c a rniva ls: - 
·  Competitors must wear the Colla roy red  cap  and  c lub  c ostumes.  Caps must worn a t the sta rt  

of rac es, if not the c omp etitor could  be d isq ua lified . 
·  Meet a t the Colla roy tent a t least 30 minutes p rior to your first event and  report to your Age 

Manager 
·  Carniva l Prog rammes a re usua lly ava ilab le a  week before the c a rniva l  
·  Please contac t your Age Manager for possib le c hange of venue or c anc ella tion due to bad  

weather.  
·  Carniva l competition rules require c hild ren c ompeting  in team events to be d ressed  in identic a l 

regula t ion c lub  gear, (inc lud ing  rash vests).

All b ranc h ca rniva ls, b ranc h and  sta te champ ionships a re open to a ll c a rniva l p rofic ient nippers – 
c ompetitors do not have to qua lify to a ttend  b ranc h or sta te c hamp ionships. 
 
Sta te Ca rniva l Entries limit the maximum number of teams from a  c lub  c ompeting  in age g roup  
team events; it may bec ome necessa ry for Sta te Competitor teams to be selec ted  by their age 
managers, tra iners and  selec tion c ommittee (This w ill only be done where numbers ind ic a te.)   
 
However, there is no limit  to the number of c ompetitors in age g roup  ind ividua l events. 
 
Please note that on Carniva l Days Nippers a t Colla roy Bea c h w ill be c anc elled .  However, Under 6 
and  Under 7 year old  events may still be held  if there a re parents ava ilab le to run them.
